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Summary

In the fall and winter of 2007, investigators frdine Humane Society of the United States (HSUS)iased and tested
fur-trimmed jackets from some of the largest namdashion. Seven jackets were found to contaah ftg despite being
advertised or labeled as faux fur, and these eadte publicized on December 20, 2007. An aduilisix jackets—
detailed in the chart below—were found to be falselvertised or mislabeled as the wrong speciessiagply as “fur.”
Retailers and brand names associated with theketgainclude Sears, Bluefly, Dillard’s, Eluxury.co@aché, Dr. Jay’s,
and Juicy Couture. Four of the jackets contaicaan dog fur.

Background

December 2007The HSUS publicizes findings that seven fur-trindngarments purchased from major retailers, and
advertised or labeled as faux fur, in fact contam fur from raccoon dogs, raccoons, or rablietailers and brand
names associated with these jackets include SéksAvienue, Dillard’s, Andrew Marc, Lord & TayloNeiman Marcus
and Burberry.

March 2007:Andrew Marc, Dillard’s, Lord & Taylor, Neiman Maus, Macy's, and seven other major retailers and
designers were named by The HSUS in a petitiod bkefore the Federal Trade Commission (FTC) seekmfigrcement
actions for violations of the Fur Products Labelkgy. The petition remains pending before the FTC.

February 2007The Dog and Cat Fur Prohibition Enforcement Act-RHB91—is introduced by Reps. Jim Moran (D-
Va.) and Michael Ferguson (R-N.J.). The bill wobkh raccoon dog fur and require full labelingdbrgarments
trimmed with animal fur—closing the existing loofo The bill remains pending before Congress.

Winter 2006-2007:The HSUS tests twenty-five fur-trimmed garmemtd &inds that all are falsely advertised, falsely
labeled, unlabeled, or a combination of probleaenty are identified by laboratory testing as mamtdog and three as
domestic dog.
